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Social 6 World Market – A Global Awareness Project

30 Marks

Using all the information that you have gathered on your chosen country, you will contribute to a World Market. You will set up a booth and display your goods for tourists. You need to make your booth interesting to look at. Along with your information you may have actual artifacts, costumes, pictures, music etc.

You will then choose a certain food or dish that comes from that country and prepare a sample for each student in the class. Make sure to include the recipe in case someone wants to try it at home. You will need to check with your parents to make sure that you are able to actually get the ingredients for a certain dish. Your parents may help you with the cooking if they wish. This could be fun for them too! Please do not include any dishes with nuts due to allergies.
Here are some things to include in your booth information:

1. Current events making the news in your country

2. Roles of men, women and children

3. Lifestyles of children

4. How does the government work? What does the government control? What type of Government is it?

5. What are some of the traditions?

6. Geography - What is the size? Where is it located? (maps) Weather? Landforms (mountains, oceans , deserts etc.)

7. How do the people live? Is it a rich country or a poor country?

8. Do they have any of the same laws or freedoms that we have in Canada? Do things happen there that would be in violation of the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms?

9. Do people wear any special sort of clothes?

10. What is the food like?  (Sample recipes)

11. What kinds of problems are they having in the world right now and is anyone doing anything to help them get through their troubles?

12. What kinds of holidays or festivals do they celebrate?

13. Do you think that it would be a good place to live and raise a family? Why or why not?

14. Photos from your travelogue experiences

15. What is available for tourists? What kinds of things is there to do? How much would it cost to go there on vacation for a family of 4?  Hint: you can get these prices on expedia.ca

16. Is there anything that may make it unsafe to travel there?

Rules:
1. Each pair must research a different country. Once a country has been chosen, no other group may choose it.

2. Countries that cannot be chosen: Canada, USA.  ( Try to be unique but choose something that interests both you and your partner)

3. You will have 7 one hour blocks to get your information and design your booth. 

4. You may use posters, fabric backdrops, tri-board etc. (I will try to see if there is any left at the school) but your booth must not take up more length than 5 squares on the floor (or roughly the length of 2 desks).

5. We will have our market “showcase” on _______________________. Make sure you have all of your materials and food here on that day.

6. If you have nothing to showcase, or if you did not get an acceptable amount work done on your booth, you may not participate in the tastings or in the presentations of each country.

7.  You must only provide a sample of the specific food for everyone in the class, not a whole meal. For example, if your “food” was hot dogs, each hot dog could be split into 3 sections so that everyone just got a taste of the food. And no, you cannot have hot dogs as your food!!

8. Do not go crazy and spend a lot of money or an excessive amount of time outside of school on decorations or food. This is a fun project that will help develop your global awareness. Keep it simple but use your imagination to make it interesting.
