Bill Martin Jr. and Eric Carle’s 
classic book, Brown Bear, Brown 
Bear, What Do You See?  has 
been a hit with children for 
many generations and in Kinder-
garten we used this well-loved 
story to focus our early reading 
and writing.  Using the same 
predictable structure and repeti-
tive language, we wrote our first 
class book titled: Children, Chil-
dren, Who Do You See?. The stu-
dents discovered the names of 
their classmates and enjoyed 
seeing their own picture and 

printing while reading this book.  
Most pattern books work like lists 
rather than stories 
so children easily 
learn to read from 
left to right follow-
ing the pattern.  As 
a class, we also en-
joyed Bill Martin’s 
books,  Polar Bear, 
Polar Bear, What 
Do You Hear? and 
Panda Bear, Panda 
Bear, What Do You See?. Students 
learned to focus all the pages of 

one piece of writing on a single 
topic and then 
created their 
own individual 
books matching 
the words to the 
pictures.  The 
Kindergarten 
children were 
very engaged 
and motivated to

it.  As they grow, parents teach 
those children to calm their im-
pulses.  They learn to ask po-
litely, to delay their need to get 
what they want immediately, 
and to place value on the needs 
of others. 

As children enter school, they 
must take a giant leap forward 
in controlling their impulses to 
get what they want, when they 
want it.  Teachers work with stu-
dents to understand coopera-
tion with large groups of their 
peers (many more than they 
needed to get along with even 
in the largest families) and the 
school community at large.  Be-
cause these lessons evolve into 
expectations (just like the aca-
demic skills), some children for-
get that they are not only learn-
ing how to behave in society as 
a whole, they are also practicing 

When one thinks of schools, it is 
usually about the academic side 
of the institution.  It is always our 
primary goal to help students 
develop the broad range of skills 
covered by the curriculum: liter-
acy; numeracy; scientific, histori-
cal, and geographic thinking.  
We even focus on learning a sec-
ond language, getting exercise, 
learning about health issues, and 
developing means of artistic ex-
pression.  There is also, however, 
another essential element to 
schooling that is often seen as 
somehow ‘separate’ from the 
skills and concepts listed above: 
socialization. 

All children are born being en-
tirely egocentric (seeing the 
world from only his or her per-
spective).  They want what they 
want, when they want it, and 
immediately let the world know 

valuable workplace skills. Those 
who have not learned to put 
aside their egocentric impulses for 
the benefit of the community at 
large, or even themselves later in 
life, may balk at the rules, but 
through continued reinforcement, 
they usually learn to be produc-
tive members of society. 

Thus it is this ‘other’ element in 
schools, the one that is infused in 
every aspect of every day, the one 
that is not directly reported on 
report cards, and the one that is 
seen by many as simple inconven-
ience, that is (perhaps) the most 
valuable thing we do.  Rules don’t 
just restrict what students can do, 
they get students ready for the 
world ahead.
